The Building & Grounds & Finance Committees
would like to thank the members of First Baptist
Church Geneva for their continued faithfulness in
giving above and beyond their tithes to the building
fund. Over the past ten years, we have renovated the
sanctuary, fellowship hall, 3" floor, 2" floor, and the
office space. God has truly blessed us as all of these
renovations have been paid in full. We are in the
process of completing the gym which is the final phase
of our current building project. If giving continues on the
pace that has been set, we will be debt free on all of
our building projects.

So, you might ask yourself, what’s next? The 1st
objective will be to create a punch list of items to
maintain the renovated spaces. We don’t want to wait
another 30 years to do a major overhaul. The 2™
objective will be to survey the church on future needs.
There have been several ideas that have already been
discussed including a new bus, but we want to hear
from you. We will provide a questionnaire for the
church to respond to in the month of May. We will
review the surveys and bring a report to the church in
the near future.

One is for In-House
Benevolence which goes to help members of the
church in time of need. The 2" is for the building fund.
