The science behind that children's
toy really works. When you take two cans or paper cups, punch holes in the bottom
of them, and stretch a string between them, you've recreated a primitive phone. The
sound of your voice vibrates the bottom of the cup at 1,000 times a second, and the
vibrations run along the string, making the bottom of the second cup vibrate with
sound waves.
